	Reduce Youth Substance Use
	1. SBIRT implementation: Team is identified (KWP, Liz Wood, Kara Sawyer, Beth Winfield, Jess Austin) and first training completed but additional training is needed before we launch the project.
2. Review of data (Preliminary).  In October we will have an indepth data presentation by CES staff. For the first time in recent memory, alcohol use has dropped below 50% at 12 grade. It is well below that at the other grades measured. Marijuana use increased but not dramatically as feared.
3. Review of current strategies.  Likely vote in 2016 on marijuana legalization calls for a 2-pronged approach: education to voting public about consequences to teens and at the same time discussion of legislative limits should this vote pass.  KWP attending a meeting at UMASS with other Coalitions and prevention specialist on 9-29-15 to plan for these.
4. Movie & speaker added to our proposed marijuana education series because we lost our first-choice speaker (author of the book on teen brain development). Instead we will ask Heidi Heilman to come out from Wayland and show the film she & her husband made about how Big Tobacco is helping to market misinformation about marijuana. Discussion about showing the film at the next Coalition meeting to get members excited about promoting this event to the larger audience. Agreed to do this with pizza.
